Administrators, Personal Assistants of the Executives and the three additional users.

REQUIREMENT / SCOPE OF WORK

Technical / Functional requirements

This RFQ calls for the appointment of a service provider or Reseller Partner to supply DocuSign (eSignature)
solution in order to sign official documents.

SAWS ICT is requesting to renew DocuSign annual subscription license for the renewal of business
continuity. SAWS has been using DocuSign for the past five years, most employees have been trained on the
use of the software.
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The envelopes allocated to the current subscription are not enough due to the average monthly envelope
usage of 594, hence the increment of the envelope’s quantity of 6500.

The renewal package will have unlimited users and up to 6500 envelopes after the expiry of the contract.
This is the preferred option to ensure that the envelope usage by users does not exceed the limit target. The
current package is based on envelope subscription not the initial seat subscription. The period of service will
be for one year as from 12 February 2024 to 11 January 2025.

* To generate monthly report of subscription summary, number of active/pending users including
administrators and envelopes (pro rate envelope sends, envelope sent, envelope trending),
