 INTENSE TROPICAL CYCLONE FUNSO  

A recent update of the previous media release. 

Relating to the latest position and its forecasted movement. 

 

 

Tropical Cyclone FUNSO, currently positioned at 24.0S/ 39.3E as per the update from RSMC / 

 

 TROPICAL CYCLONE CENTER /LA REUNION TROPICAL CYCLONE FORECAST WARNING

A TROPICAL CYCLONE  8  (FUNSO)  

 

 The central pressure is 956 hPa. 

 

A MAXIMUM AVERAGE WIND SPEED (10 MN): 80 KT RADIUS OF MAXIMUM WINDS (RMW) :50 KM 

The maximum average wind speed associated with it is 80KT, which is approximately 

160KM/H.  

 

Summary: 

-------------  

According to the forecast from the latest ensemble models, FUNSO is moving away from the 

Portugues Island as indicated in Figure 1 below. The movement is away from the coastline, 

though the forecast issued indicate reduced visibility in rain drizzle. The wind is expected to be 

15kt gusting at 25kt. Approximately 30km/h and gusting at 50km/h.

To date, following the latest ensemble model guidance from ECMWF (European Centre for 

Medium term Weather Forecasts, see Figure 1, above),  is suggesting that FUNSÒs movement 

is SOUTH-SOUTH-EAST at 3kt/6km/h.
